For this project, I would like you to scan a predominately black object, it can be anything you like.

I would like you to record the histogram from Photoshop below (to show the histogram, click “command” and the “L” key)

	


The second object I would like you to scan will be predominately light or white colors.

Record the histogram in the box below.

The third box will be a digital photgraph you have taken. Upload the photo, convert to grayscale in PS, and play with the levels.

Slide the black slider 1/3 of the way toward the center, but do not touch the white slider

What happens to the photo? Record it here. Why did this happen?

Do not save the photo. Slide the black slider back to zero and move the white slider about one third towards the center of the histogram. What happens?

Why did this happen?

Record what happens to any of the details, or near white sections of the photo. Why did this happen?
